     The primary responsibility of the day shift in housekeeping is to clean all the guestrooms. It is, in addition, the responsibility of evening shift personnel to clean office and public areas.

     The Housekeeping Department frequently maintains the Lost and Found storage area for hotel. All articles found in the hotel by employees or guests are sent directly to housekeeping, where they are labeled, logged, and stored by date. Ordinarily, unclaimed articles are held for three months or for six months in the case of this desipnated holding period, the unclaimed items are usually donated to a charitable organization.

     Some hotels also provide child care as a function of housekeeping. Most hotels that later especially to family business will provide this service. Their sitters are usually mature and responsible people who have been investigated and approved by the management.
