III. Section I Talking Face to Face (62 minutes)

Step I  Ask students to look at A Street Map (P34) and try to understand it. (There are five streets, two bus stops, two underground stations, a museum, a car park, a church). Pay attention to their positions. 

Step II  List some common and useful prepositions of place: (3 minutes)

Step III  Learn “Follow the Samples” on P35--1.Talking About How to Get to Work.    (6 minutes)

a. Ask the students to close their books and listen to the first dialogue on P35—Talking about How to Get to Work twice, trying to understand it.

b. Ask several pairs to read it.
c. Ask students to underline some useful expressions.
Step IV  Ask students to look at sample 2 “A Map of a Building, the Fourth Floor”(2 minutes). Pay attention to the seven offices in this map.
Step V  Learn “Follow the Samples” on P36—Asking How to Get to the Manager’s Office (6 minutes)
a. Ask the students to close their books and listen to the first dialogue on P35—Talking about How to Get to Work twice, trying to understand it.

b. Ask several pairs to read it.
c. Ask students underline some useful expressions.
Step VI  Summarize the main structures about asking for directions and showing directions in a city or within a building. (10 minutes)
Asking for directions in a city:

a. Excuse me, could you please tell me the way to the city center?

b. Excuse me, how can I get to the Kodak Company?

c. Miss Wu, are you sure how to get to Xidan from here?

d. Excuse me, which/what is the shortest way to the city library?

e. Excuse me, where is the post office?

f. Pardon me, sir, I wonder if you could tell me how to get to Xinghua University.

g. Do you happen to know this address?

h. Excuse me, is there a bus stop near/around here?

i. Would you please tell me where the restaurant is?
Showing directions in a city:

a. Go/Walk along this street for about 10 minutes and you can see it on your left.

b. Go straight ahead and then turn left/right at the first corner.

c. Walk up/down/along this street for two blocks. It’s only about a ten minutes’ walk.

d. Maybe the best way is to take the underground.

e. Go straight on. The underground is just round the corner, and you can’t miss it.

f. After you turn left, you will see the sign of the restaurant.

g. The post office is just opposite the park.

h. Keeping going until you see a big white building on your right.

i. I’m sorry. I’m new/stranger here. You can ask the policeman over there.

j. Sorry, I don’t think I can tell you the direction.

k. It’s opposite to the Grand Theater.

l. The bus stop is over there.

Asking for directions within a building:

a. Excuse me, where is the manager’s office?

b. Would you please tell me how I can find Human Resources Department?
c. Excuse me, I’m looking for the Sales Department.

d. Would you tell me where the lift is?

e. Excuse me, how can I go to the fifth floor?

f. Will you tell me where I can see the personnel manager, please?
Showing directions within a building:

a. The manager’s office is on the fourth floor.

b. Go down/up the stairs to the fourth floor and turn left.

c. It’s the second door on the right next to the meeting room.

d. Take the elevator to the ninth floor.

e. Just go along the corridor in the middle of the hall and turn left at the corner.

f. It’s in Room 7010 on the seventh floor.

g. It’s just beside the stairs.

h. It’s on the left/right of the lobby.

j. The washroom is upstairs.

k. It’s on the fourth floor next to the manager’s office.
Step VII. Students practice the dialogues and prepare short conversations in pairs by simulating the five small dialogues. (P36-37) (18 minutes)

                         Teaching Procedures
I. Revision (10minutes)

Check the oral work. Ask some pairs of students to act out the dialogues they have made up after class in front of the class to see how well they can put what they have learnt in Section I in practice and the teacher will make comment on what they have done.

II. Section III  Maintaining a Sharp Eye  

Passage I   I Hate Flying (90minutes)
Step 1 Lead in. 
Ask some questions to make students warm up in class.
a. Do you like traveling?   
b. If you have time, where are you going for your holiday?  

c. If you go traveling, which transport do you prefer? By train, by plane or by bus?

d. Why do you think most people prefer traveling by train to traveling by air? 
Step 2 Information Related to the Reading Passage

d. Make Reservations for Flights

Many people call the reservations office for booking flights. The clerks at the reservations desk are called reservations agents. Their job is to make or confirm reservations. Passengers who have made a reservation for a flight go to the booking office to collect tickets, or the tickets booked can be delivered to them.

e. Check-in Procedure

     Usually you need to arrive at the airport check-in counter, and you need to show your ticket and travel documents like your passport. You have your luggage checked in there and you’re given a boarding pass. This boarding pass shows that you have completed the check-in procedure and can board your plane. Now you go through the security check, where your hand-on luggage is searched. In the departure lounge, you sit and wait until your flight is called to depart.

f. Flight Attendant

A large number of flight attendants are women, who are also called airhostesses or stewardesses. They provide service to the passengers.

Examples: It’s warm inside the room, please take off your coat.

Example:  He seems to be angry after hearing the news.

It seems that you are mistaken.

Practice: Everything seems to be well-prepared.

⑺crash v. to break noisily; fall or strike something noisily and violently碰撞/撞击，坠毁

       n. a violent vehicle accident (飞机等)撞坏，坠毁
Example: The two cars crashed into each other on the highway.

Practice: All passengers died in the air crash.

⑻absolutely ad. Completely 完全的， 绝对地 Ant. Relatively, 相对地

Examples: It is not absolutely impossible to cross the desert by car.

This tape recorder is absolutely useless.

Practice:  Absolutely/Relatively speaking, he is very intelligent.

⑼somehow ad. In some way not yet known 以某种方式， 不知怎地

Example: Somehow I lost my way.

Practice: We have to work it out somehow.
⑽book a flight / ticket: order a plane (train) ticket in advance

Examples: It is not easy to book a train ticket during the National Day holidays.

Practice: If you want to go home for holidays, you’d better book a flight ticket in advance.
⑾sit next to sb.: sit beside sb.

Example: I was lucky to have been sitting next to the chairman of the committee that I wanted to have a talk with.

Practice: He lives next to a famous writer.
⑿in a calm voice: speak calmly. in a low/high voice
Examples: He was very nervous, but he answered all the questions in a calm voice. 

Practice:  They were talking in a low voice.
⒀keep your seat belts (fastened): have sth. /sb. secured in a particular position / situation

Examples: Please keep the door closed. 
Practice:  Please remember to let me informed.
⒁come in to land: come back to land at the airport

Example: The pilot managed to make his plane come in to land safely with the engine smoking.
Practice: Hello, passengers! We’re coming in to land right now.
2.Sentence structures:
⑴(Para.2) It took fifteen minutes for her to realize that she had spelled my name incorrectly.

Analysis: This sentence can also be written as “It took her fifteen minutes to realize… incorrectly”. It is the formal subject of the sentence, and the actual subject is the infinitive clause for her to realize with her as the logical subject of the verb realize, whose object clause is introduced by that.

Translation: 花了十五分钟她才搞清楚是她把我的名字搞错了。

Example: It took several hours for me to understand that I was wrong.

⑵ (Para.2) She gave me my ticket and told me I’ d better check in my luggage quickly or I’d miss my flight.

Analysis: I’d better check… my flight is an object clauses of the verb told with that omitted. Or is a conjunction meaning “ if not”, or “otherwise.” It is used after a suggestion to show what the result will be id the suggestion is not followed.

Translation: 她把票给了我，说最好快点办理托运行李，否则就会误了班机。

Example： He looked at me and told me I’d better apologize to Jane, or she would be very angry.
⑶ (Para. 4) I found my seat and discovered that I was sitting next to a four-year-old boy who had cold.

Analysis: That introduces an object clause. In this object clause, who introduces a restrictive relative clause modifying boy, next to is a preposition meaning “beside”.
Translation: 我找到自己的座位，发现旁边是一个患感冒的4岁男孩。

Example: I stood at the end of the line and saw that I was behind a man who looked like a scholar.
⑷(Para. 5) I looked out of the window and ––oh, my God—there was smoke coming out of the wing.

Analysis: Coming or of the wing is a present participle clause modifying smoke. This clause can also be rewritten as “smoke that was coming out of the wing”.
Translation: 我往窗外望了望， 天哪， 有烟从机翼处冒出来。

Example: I looked ahead and there were flags fluttering in the wind.
⑸(Para.6) We are having a slight technical problem with one of our engines.

Analysis: Preposition with, when used with problem, shows where the problem arises.

Translation： 我们的一台发动机出了一点技术故障。
⑹（Para.6）Please remain seated and keep your seat belts fastened.

Analysis: Here remain is a link verb and keep takes an object complement, which mean “ to continue to be in or maintain an unchanged state.” Seated and fastened are past participles used as the complements.

Translation: 请坐在座位上别动， 系好安全带。

Example: Please remain seated and keep the door closed.

A. 可数名词与不可数名词

英语名词按照其语法意义可分为可数名词和不可数名词。可数名词有单复数之分，不可数名词没有复数形式。一般的说来，物质名词、抽象名词和专有名词是不可数名词，集体名词和个体名词是可数名词。在特殊情况下，不可数名词也可用作可数名词。

B. 名词复数的构成方法
(1) 在一般情况下，加词尾-s：book / books 书
pen / pens 钢笔
face / faces 脸 

(2) 以 s, x, z, sh, ch 等结尾的名词，通常加词尾 -es：

bus / buses 公共汽车
box / boxes 盒子
 dish / dishes 盘子

(3) 以“辅音字母+y”结尾的名词，将y 改为ies；以“元音字母＋y”结尾的名词，直接加词尾-s：
family/families 家庭  story/stories故事   city / cities 城市
boy / boys 男孩
key / keys 钥匙

【注】以y结尾的专有名词，若在某些特殊情况下需要复数，通常加-s构成：

Mary / Marys 玛丽
Germany / Germanys 德国

(4) 以 o 结尾的名词，有些加词尾 -s，有些加-es，有些加-s或-es均可：

piano / pianos 钢琴
tomato / tomatoes 西红柿
zero / zero(e)s

【注】有人对英语中所有以o结尾的名词作了统计，一共近200来个，其中绝大部分的复数形式通过加词尾-s构成，少数加词尾-es。常见的加词尾-es 的主要有以下4个：tomato(西红柿)，potato(土豆)，hero(英雄)，Negro(黑人)。

(5) 以 f 或fe结尾的名词，也有两种可能：即有些直接加词尾-s，有些则把 f / fe 改为 ves：

chief / chiefs 首领
roof / roofs 屋顶
knife / knives 小刀

【注】常见的要改 f / fe 为 ves  的只有以下10个词(它们都是日常生活中的常用词)：wife(妻子)，life(生命)，knife(小刀)，leaf(树叶)，thief(贼)，half(一半)，self(自     己)，shelf(架子)，loaf(面包)，wolf(狼)。摘自英语语法网

另外，英语中的handkerchief(手帕)一词的复数有两种形式：handkerchiefs / handkerchieves，但在现代英语中，以用 handkerchiefs 为多见。
（6）单数与复数同形的名词。常见的主要的有：

sheep 绵羊  fish 鱼  deer 鹿 Chinese 中国人  Japanese 日本人Portuguese 葡萄牙人

Swiss 瑞士人  aircraft 飞行器  means 方法
series 系列 head (牛等的)头数 works 工厂

【注】fish 有时也用 fishes 这样的复数形式，尤其是表示种类时；head 若不是表示牲口的“头数”，而是表示“人的头”或“人数”，则要用 heads 这样的复数形式。
（7）不规则的复数名词。有的名词单数变复数时，没有一定的规则：

man / men 男人woman / women 女人
child / children 小孩 
tooth / teeth 牙齿
foot / feet 脚  goose / geese 鹅mouse / mice 老鼠
ox / oxen 公牛

【注】(1) 一些以 man, woman 结尾的合成词，在构成复数时与 man, woman 的变化形式相同，如：policeman / policemen(警察)，gentleman / gentlemen(绅士)，Englishman / Englishmen (英国人)，等等。但是 human(人)，German(德国人)不是合成词，其复数不能仿 man 的变化规律，而是按规则变化，即用 humans, Germans。

(2) foot表示“英尺”时，其复数可以有两种形式 feet / foot，
如：He is about six feet [foot] tall. 他大约6英尺高。
C. 使用名词单复数时应注意的问题：

（1）表示不可数名词量的概念，要使用单位名称。

      A bottle of ink 一瓶墨水 a loaf of bread 一块面包  a piece of advice一个忠告
  （2）某些数量词只能修饰可数名词，如many, few, a(large) number of, a good many(of)等。
  （3）某些数量词只能修饰不可数名词， 
如much, (a) little, less, a great deal of, a large amount of等。
（4）某些数量词既可以修饰可数名词， 又可以修饰不可数名词，如some, plenty of, lots of, a lot of, a percentage of, a quantity of等。

（5）有些名词的复数表示特殊的意义，如times时代, works作品, goods著作, greens蔬菜, regards问候, contents目录, papers论文

（6）有些名词常用复数形式， 如shoes鞋, gloves手套, scissors剪刀, trousers裤子, jeans牛仔裤, savings储蓄等。

（7）表示学科的名称看上去是复数， 实际的意义及用法都要按照单数对待。如physics物理学， politics政治，electronics电子学， mathematics数学。
