I. Section I  Talking Face to Face  (60 minutes)

1．A brief introduction to the course, the textbook-- New practical English and the workbook, and especially the different purpose of English learning at college. (10 minutes)
2. Ask some questions related to greeting people and business cards and passports to make students warm up. (5 minutes)
3. Introduce the unit goals-- What Students Should Learn to Do and What Students Should Know About. (2 minutes)
4. Ask some students to make a self-introduction and greet each other in English. Then the teacher should make comment on it. (8 minutes)
5. Follow the samples and Act Out. (20 minutes)
6. Students practice the dialogues and prepare short conversations in pairs by simulating the five small dialogues. 
7. Conclude the useful expressions for greeting people and giving responses, introducing people to each other, exchanging personal information, making self- introduction and saying good-bye. (5 minutes)
8. Do the Put-in-use exercises. (10 minutes)
II. Section II  Being All Ears  (38 minutes)  
1. Listen to the dialogue three times and finish the exercises in Listen and Decode and Listen and Respond. (19 minutes) 
2. Listen to the passage twice and finish the exercise in Listen and Read. (9 minutes)
3. Listen to the passage again and then finish the exercises in Listen and Match and Listen and Conclude. (10 minutes)
III. Assignments (2 minutes)
1. Pair work: Make up dialogues for greeting and introducing people referring to the dialogues in the Workbook.

2. Preview Passage I and the exercises.
Unit Five Talking About the Weather
Teaching Procedures:

I. Lead in (5 minutes)
Ask some questions related to weather forecast, talk about the weather to make students warm up and then tell them what will be learnt.

Warm-up questions:

1. Do you often listen to weather forecast? Why or why not?

2. What’s the use and importance of a weather forecast?

II. Unit Goals (2 minutes)
1. Understanding weather forecast of: global weather conditions; local weather reports

2. Talking about weather changes: temperature, wind, rain, shower, snow etc.

3. Talking about the weather to start a conversation

4. Making comments on weather conditions and showing likes or dislikes

5. Simulate writing: a weather report 
III. Section I  Talking Face to Face  (53 minutes)
Step 1  Ask some students to say something about the weather of that day in English in  front of the class. The teacher should make comment on what they have done.
1. The expressions used to talk about weather
1) What do you think of the weather here?
2) What's the weather going to be like tomorrow?

3) Do you think it’ll be a fine day tomorrow?

4) What did the weatherman say?

5) Today is cool and a bit cloudy, isn’t it?

6) What’s it like outside?

7) Lovely day, isn’t it?

2. The way to describe the weather 

1) It’s lovely and nice.

2) It’s all right, but it rains a lot.

3) It’s lovely and clear.

4) Fairly mild for this time of year.

5) We are really going to enjoy a lot of sunshine.

6) A perfect day to play outside.

7) It looks like rain.

8) What a beautiful/lovely/awful/terrible day!

9) The heat is killing me.

10) The hot weather makes me lazy.

11) It’s nice to see the sun again.

Step 2  Students read and translate the weather forecast in the textbook under the guidance of the teacher. After that they are asked to find out the items which are usually used in a weather report. Meanwhile, let students pay attention to the patterns of weather forecast.

Step 3  Follow the samples and the Act –out dialogues.

Ask seven pairs of students to read aloud the samples and the five small Act-out dialogues and then to find out the useful expressions for talking about the weather.
Step 4  Students practice the dialogues and prepare short conversations in pairs by simulating the five small dialogues.

Step 5  Conclude the points.

1.  Expressions in weather reports

1) Good morning. This is the local weather report.

2) Here is the national forecast.

3) Now let’s look at the weather across the country.

4) Rain will be expected tomorrow from the south to the north.

2. Expressions about rain

1) Today will be cool and partly cloudy, with a chance of rain this afternoon.

2) Tomorrow there will be light /heavy rain with a high of 30 degrees
3) Tomorrow will be overcast with drizzle

3. Expressions about wind

1) It’ll be mild, and later turn to partly cloudy, with the southeast wind.

2) Light to no winds with little change of the temperature.

3) A light northeast wind is expected for the next two days.

4. Expressions about snow

1) It’ll get colder in the afternoon with a heavy snow.

2) In the evening there’s a good chance that we’ll get some snow.

3) It’ll be dull tomorrow with a light snow.

5. Expressions about the temperature

1) Today is a cloudy and cool day with a low of 12 degrees.

2) The weather will change overnight with a high temperature of zero degrees.
3) It is quite a warm day with a temperature around 24 degrees.
5) It’s going to warm up.

Step 6  Do the Put-in-use exercises in groups by reading out loudly the three dialogues students have completed.

IV. Section II  Being All Ears  (38 minutes)
Step 1  Listen to the dialogue three times and finish the exercises in Listen and Decode and Listen and Respond.
1. Pre-listening task
Read the printed materials in Listen and Decode in ONE minute.

2. While-listening task
a. Listen to the tape WITHOUT looking at the book.
b. Listen to the tape again one sentence after another, taking notes during the pause.
c. Listen to the tape once again and repeat the sentences after the tape.

3. Post-listening task 

Do the exercises in Listen and Decode and Listen and Respond.

Step 2  Listen to the passage twice and finish the exercise in Listen and Read.
1. Pre-listening task
Read the printed materials in Listen and Read in THREE minutes.

2. While-listening task
a. Listen to the tape and fill in the blanks.
b. Listen again and check up the answers.

c. Listen to the tape once again if there are some blanks students can not fill in. 
3. Post-listening task
Do the exercises in Listen and Match and Listen and Conclude.

V. Assignments (2 minutes)

1. Oral work: Make up dialogues in pairs for weather description referring to the dialogues both in the textbook and in the Workbook.

II. Section III  Maintaining a Sharp Eye  

Passage I   Is It Going to Be a Fine Day (90minutes)

Step 1 Lead in. (5minutes)
Ask some questions to make students warm up in class.

Step 2 Information related to the passage (3minutes)
1. The British Climate
  The climate in Britain is very changeable. Sometimes it can be cold, rainy, windy and sunny--- all in the same day. Generally, it rains quite a lot, especially in the north and the west. Most of the time, the weather is quite mild---never too hot nor too cold. In the summer, it is usually warm. The south of British is generally warmer than the north.
Step 3  Intensive study of the passage (50minutes)

Step 4 Study the passage paragraph by paragraph
1. Study Paragraph 1, 2
1) Explanation of the difficult sentence in Paragraph 1

The predicted high for tomorrow is forty-five degrees Fahrenheit, and the temperature is expected to dip to the freezing point tomorrow night with thirty-two degrees. (Para. 2)

Analysis: Passive voice is a commonly-used structure of a weather forecast.

Translation: 预计明天最高温度华氏45度，明天晚上温度会降低至冰点，华氏32度.

e.g. Forecasters predict showers and thunderstorms across the Central USA on Wednesday, while light rain is expected in the Northeast and cooler temperature are likely in California. 

2) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.
2. Study Paragraph 3 
1) Explanation of the difficult sentence in Paragraph 3
Showers are expected tomorrow down the West Coast as far south as San Francisco. Fair weather in the low seventies is predicted for the Los Angeles area; fair in San Diego.
Analysis: Another frequently used structure in a weather forecast is omission. Both expected and predicted are used in passive voice, but are and is are omitted respectively. The full sentence for fair in San Diego should be “it will be fair in San Diego”. Translation: 预计明天沿西海岸向南直至旧金山有阵雨；洛杉矶地区，天气晴好，气

     温70多华氏度；圣地亚哥，晴。
Example: Snow activities forecast in the mountain area, and frost in the Low Valley.
2) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.
3. Study Paragraph 4

There is a cold front from Canada moving down through the western states. (Para.4)
Analysis: “there be + n. + participle phrase” structure is often used in a weather forecast.

Translation: 来自加拿大的冷锋下行经过西部各州。

e.g. There are some students coming from the south.

2) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.

4. Study Paragraph 5

It is raining as far east as Detroit and Toronto, and the rain is going to continue through tomorrow, when it may turn to snow.

Analysis: When it may turn to snow is a relative clause, further explaining the weather situation tomorrow

Translation: 降雨一直向东眼神到底特律和多伦多，而且将要持续到明天，届时很可能雨转雪

2) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.

5. Study Paragraph 6

…and we expect that snow activity to move down from Canada into the eastern states sometime tomorrow, probably reaching the New York area sometime tomorrow night. 

Analysis: “reaching” is a present participle used as an accompanying adverbial of “move down”.

Translation: ...而且我们预计降雪会在明天某时从加拿大南下到东部各州，可能于明晚某时到达纽约地区。

e.g. She has been in University of Utah for half a year, surely enjoying the academic atmosphere.

2) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.

6. Study Paragraph 7

Clear skies in Miami, and they’re going to enjoy a sunny seventy-eight degrees in that town this weekend, so if you’re thinking about a vacation, now’s time to do it. 
Analysis: "so" introduces an adverbial clause of result
Translation: 迈阿密。周末天气晴好，气温78华氏度，阳光充足。如果你正打算度假，现在正当其时。

e.g. Come in for this course, and you will learn how to use the latest office software, so if you’re thinking about updating your knowledge, it is your choice.

2) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.

Step 5 Do the exercises after the passage (30minutes)
1. Read and Think
Ask some of the students to answer the questions in Exercise 1 without looking at the passage.
2. Read and Complete
a. Students finish Exercise 1and Exercise 2 without looking at the passage.

b. Students finish Exercise 4, paying special attention to the usage of the words and expressions in the box.
3. Read and Translate
Ask some of the students to write their translation on the blackboard and then the teacher should point out the mistakes they have made and stress what they should pay attention to while translating, that is, a complete sentence structure.
4. Read and Simulate
Try to let students find out and simulate the patterns and expressions (italicized parts) used in the sentences taken from the passage and simulate them.
III. Assignments (2 minutes)

1. Recite the first paragraph of Passage I.

2. Preview Section IV and the exercises.

3. Read the two passages in the Workbook and finish the exercises after them.

1. Applied writing Weather report (50 minutes)

Step 1 Sample analysis 

The teacher briefly summarizes the format and the language used in a Weather Report
A weather report or forecast is a very useful aid in our daily life. Knowing the usual format for giving a weather forecast helps us a lot in understanding a weather forecast in English. Figures, measurement units, graphics, weather terms, and broken short passages are often used to forecast weather conditions. In general, the language used to forecast weather should be concise, clear, familiar and vivid.
2. Students try to identify the following supplementary sentences used to describe weather.
1). Tomorrow is going to be fair
2). It’s foggy in the morning and it’ll be clear and fine this afternoon. 

3). Tomorrow will be overcast with drizzle. 

4). It is expected to be partly cloudy in the next two days. 

5). Tomorrow we can expect cloudy, windy and cold weather. 

6). The wind will be light with little change of the temperature.

3. Students read the Data Bank in the Workbook. 

Students read the Data Bank in the Workbook to know more about the items in weather report
Step 2  Read and simulate (25 minutes)

1. Read the three samples of weather reports and learn to write one’s own.

1). Students read the three samples of business cards under the teacher’s guidance and then three of them will be asked to write their weather report on the blackboard. The teacher should give some comment on what they have done.

2). Simulate and create (15 minutes)

   Do Exercise 2-3 referring to the samples.
2. Sentence writing and grammar review (45 minutes)

Step 1  The teacher gives a brief summary of the Simple past and present perfect 
   The simple past tense is used to prefer to a past action that does not continue, while the present perfect tense is used to show actions which started in the past and are still continuing, or actions which happened in the past, but have an effect till the present.
