Step 1  Ask some students to make a dialogue on how to invite someone else to some occasions.. The teacher should make comment on what they have done.

b. I’d like to invite you to a concert sometime this week.

c. Why not join us for an exciting/ entertaining evening?

d. Thanks for coming to our get- together.

3. The way people invite and attend exhibitions or shows
a. Are you coming for the IT Show?

e. Our company is planning to set up a tradeshow exhibition for international cli​ents.

Step 2  Students read and translate the notice and poster in the textbook and the workbook under the guidance of the teacher. After that they are asked to find out the items which are usually given on a notice and poster. Meanwhile, let students pay attention to the patterns of writing notice and poster that are appropriate for giving information concerning the event, place and time.
Step 3  Follow the samples and the Act –out dialogues.

Ask seven pairs of students to read aloud the samples and the five small Act-out dialogues and then to find out the useful expressions for talking about giving and going to parties, discussing arrangements and inviting and attending exhibitions or shows. 
Step 4  Students practice the dialogues and prepare short conversations in pairs by simulating the five small dialogues.

Step 5  Do the Put-in-use exercises in groups by reading out loudly the three dialogues students have completed.

IV. Section II  Being All Ears  (38 minutes)
Step 1  Listen to the dialogue three times and finish the exercises in Listen and Decode and Listen and Respond.
1. Pre-listening task
Read the printed materials in Listen and Decode in ONE minute.

2. While-listening task
a. Listen to the tape WITHOUT looking at the book.
b. Listen to the tape again one sentence after another, taking notes during the pause.
c. Listen to the tape once again and repeat the sentences after the tape.

Step 2  Listen to the passage twice and finish the exercise in Listen and Read.

Teaching Procedures
I. Revision (10minutes)
Check the oral work. Ask some pairs of students to act out the dialogues they have made up after class in front of the class to see how well they can put what they have learnt in Section I in practice and the teacher will make comment on what they have done.
II. Section III  Maintaining a Sharp Eye  

Passage I   Thanksgiving Day and Christmas  (90minutes)
Step 1 Lead in. (5minutes)
Ask some questions to make students warm up in class.
1. What are the important festivals observed in the United States?
a. Christmas  
b. Thanksgiving Day
c. Easter  etc. 
2. How do Americans celebrate Christmas and Thanksgiving Day?

a. Family and relatives get together to have a big meal
b. going to church
c. decorating the house and preparing gifts for families and friends.
Step 2 Information related to the passage (3minutes)
1. Apart from Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, there are many other commonly celebrated holidays in the West.     
a. Carnival (狂欢节): early in the new year. The main content is to hold a parade, a party, and other joyful activities.
b. Valentine's Day (情人节): February 14, for lovers to express their love to each other.
c. April Fool's Day (愚人节): the first day of April. People can make and tell white jokes to one an​other.
d. Easter (复活节): usually in early April. This is a religious festival. On the very Sunday morning, children are busy looking for the color eggs assumed to be given by the Easter rabbit.
e. Independence Day (美国独立纪念日): July 4. It began from 1776. The celebration activities are mainly made up of a parade and some patriotic speeches.
f.  Halloween (万圣节前夕): the evening of October 31. Dancing parties are held with people wearing fancy masks.
g. Boxing Day (节礼日 ): the first weekday after Christmas. Presents are given to those who deliver newspaper, milk or do other kinds of service to the family to express the thanks for their good service and help.
2. Silent Night, Holy Night
The title of the song may be translated as "圣诞夜" or "平安夜" .   It is a very sweet Christmas carol.
3  Santa Claus (圣诞老人)
Patron saint of children. The legend first came from Holland and was brought to the US by Dutch immigrants. In America, Santa Claus is fat and jolly, with white hair and beard, and rides in the sky in a reindeer-drawn sleigh, delivering gifts to children on Christmas Eve.

Step 4 Study the passage paragraph by paragraph
1. Study Paragraph 1

1) The comprehension question for Paragraph 1 

In which country is Thanksgiving Day celebrated?

In America. 

2) Explanation of the difficult sentence in Paragraph 1

a. (Para. 1) Thanksgiving Day on the fourth Thursday of November is a uniquely American holiday which dates back to the arrival of some of the first European settlers in the New World. 
Analysis: In this sentence, uniquely means "specifically, solely". Which introduces a relative clause, modifying an American holiday, Thanksgiving Day in this case. 
Translation: 每年11月的第四个星期四的感恩节是美国特有的节日。它可以追溯到第一批欧洲人移居到新大陆的时期。
Example: English is one of the most important courses for the Chinese students which is compul​sory in almost all the colleges and universities.
b. (Para. 1) However, those early settlers would not have survived their first cold winter without the help of their native Indian neighbors, who taught them how to plant corns, and how to hunt wild deer.
Analysis: Subjunctive mood is used in this sentence to emphasize the importance and necessity of the help given by the Indian neighbors. The word who introduces an unrestricted relative clause, modifying Indian neighbors.
Translation: 然而，如果没有当地印第安人的帮助，那些早期的移民是无法度过他们在那里的第一个凛冽寒冬的。这些土著印第安邻居教他们如何种植玉米及如何狩猎野鹿。
Example: I would like to say that without your help, I could not have completed the project on time.
c. (Para. 1) The first Thanksgiving Day was observed after the fall harvest, and people gave thanks to God and to their friends.
Analysis: The verb observe means "spend or celebrate" here. The conjunction and is used here to introduce a coordinate clause which further illustrates the meaning of Thanksgiving Day. 
Translation: 第一个感恩节是在秋收后庆祝的，人们借此对上帝和朋友们表示感谢。 
Example: The most important part of the Spring Festival is a big family reunion, and many people are busy with preparing all kinds of delicious traditional food. 
3) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.
2. Study Paragraph 2

1) The comprehension question for Paragraph 2
When is the busiest shopping day of the year?
Thanksgiving Day is.
2) Explanation of the difficult sentence in Paragraph 2

(Para. 2) Some American households will even put up a Christmas tree this early, although most will wait until a couple of weeks before Christmas Eve.
Analysis: The word although introduces a concessive clause, in which the phrase to put up a Christmas tree is omitted. This early here refers to the time immediately after the Thanksgiving Day, this being used as an adverb meaning "so". 
Translation:一些美国家庭甚至会在那时就早早地竖起了圣诞树，虽然大部分人将会把这件事留到圣诞夜之前的几个星期才去做。
Example: Some students have begun to prepare for the final examination, although most will wait until a few weeks before the tests.
3) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.
3. Study Paragraph 3
1) The comprehension question for Paragraph 3

How do the people who cannot join the family do on Christmas?
They will send a Christmas card home to express seasonal greeting.
2) Explanation of the difficult sentences in Paragraph 3
(Para. 3) Children are kept busy with gifts they believe to be brought to them by Santa Claus. 
Analysis: Be kept busy with... means "be occupied with, be busy doing sth." In the gifts they be​lieve to be brought to them by Santa Claus, they believe is a comment clause that can be omitted, thus leaving the passive infinitive phrase to be brought to them by Santa Claus as a postmodifier of gifts.
Translation: 孩子们则忙于玩着那些他们认为是圣诞老人送给他们的礼物。
Example: I've received several Christmas cards I believed to be given to me by my students.
3) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.
Step 5  Do the exercises after the passage (30minutes)
1. Read and Think
Ask some of the students to answer the questions in Exercise 1 without looking at the passage.
2. Read and Complete
a. Students finish Exercise 1and Exercise 2 without looking at the passage.

b. Students finish Exercise 4, paying special attention to the usage of the words and expressions in the box.
3. Read and Translate
Ask some of the students to write their translation on the blackboard and then the teacher should point out the mistakes they have made and stress what they should pay attention to while translating, that is, a complete sentence structure.
4. Read and Simulate
Try to let students find out and simulate the patterns and expressions (italicized parts) used in the sentences taken from the passage and simulate them.

Step 2  Read and judge 
1. Students read the passage quickly and finish Exercise 7 without looking at the passage again.
2. The teacher asks one question for each paragraph and the students read the passage paragraph by paragraph and give their answers to the teacher's questions.

Question for Para. 1:   How did the author spend Christmas when he was studying in the United States?

(He tried to learn more about the culture of America and know more about his American friends.)

Question for Para. 2:   What kind of trouble did the author have during the Christmas of

1989?

(He was short of money because his check from home had not arrived on sched​ule.)

Question for Para. 3:   What did Maria do when she found out about the author's problem? (She invited him to spend Christmas Eve with her family.)

Question for Para. 4:   What were the attitudes of Maria's family members to the author? (Everyone of her family welcomed the author warmly, which made him feel right at home.)

Question for Para. 5:   How did the author spend Christmas Eve with Maria's family? (He enjoyed a home-made dinner and received a tie-clasp as the gift.)

Question for Para. 6:   What does the author think of the tie-clasp?

(He regards it as a memento of an unforgettable evening of good friendship dur​ing a harsh and lonely period of his life.)
Step 3  Explanation of the passage and do exercise 9. 
Students choose some useful expressions and sentences from the passage, and then the teacher demonstrates their usage. The following should be chosen and practiced.

1.   locksb. in loneliness: put sb. in the state of being lonely

III. Section IV Trying Your Hand

1. Applied writing  Notice/ Poster (50 minutes)

Step 1 Sample analysis 
The teacher makes the following briefanalysis of the format and the language used in notices.

Notices are often used to give information about social activities. They are brief and to the point. The following aspects should be made clear when writing a notice: the in​formed person or audience, the subject matter, the time, the place and things that need to be noticed, etc.

The students work out a notice on one of the following subjects in groups and pres​ent it to the class.

a.   All professors are required to meet in the conference room on Saturday, August 18, at 2 p.m. to discuss questions of international academic exchange.

b.  All the goods on display are to be sold at twenty percent discount till April 30th.

c.  We are going to visit the Science Museum tomorrow. We will meet at the school gate at eight in the morning and we will walk there.

d.  All the league members are requested to meet in classroom 403 on Monday at 5:00 p.m. to discuss the arrangements for the college sports meeting.

Step 2  Read and simulate (25 minutes)

a. Students read the two samples of posters and learn to write their own.

  Students read the two samples of posters under the teacher’s guidance and then three of them will be asked to write a poster for certain purposes. The teacher should give some comment on what they have done.

b. Simulate and create (15 minutes)

  Do Exercise 2-3 referring to the samples.
2. Sentence writing and grammar review (45 minutes)

Step 1 The teacher gives a brief summary of the basic usage of comparison of adjectives and adverbs.

The comparative is the form of an adjective or adverb that implies a greater degree than the positive base form of the word. A few comparatives are irregular, for example: good, better, best; bad, worse, worst. Most adjectives form their comparatives with -er (sometimes doubling the final consonant, sometimes turning a final y into/). The superlative of these adjectives is formed with -est. But a large number doesn't take — er or -est; it's formed with more and most.

Step 2  Students read Sentence Writing on Page 102-104 in the workbook under the guidance of the teacher. 
Step 3  Students do the exercises after Sentence Writing and Grammar Review in the textbook.
