 Step 2 Information related to the passage (3minutes)
                       Health and Safety
In case of ill health, EU citizens can receive free treatment at National Health Service hospitals. While for non-EU citizens treatment within NHS accident and emergency units only is free - if a non-EU citizen needs to be admitted to a ward, they will be charged. If you are charged medical fees, keep a record of you having paid in order to claim on your insurance.
Generally speaking, you will find few health hazards when traveling in England. The water is safe to drink unless a sign says otherwise (for example on trains), milk is pasteurized and you should find few problems with food if it is cooked properly. However, a change in climate, diet, and water supply in itself can cause problems such as an upset stomach, so take care, especially with your diet. 
Doctors
surgeries vary their hours, so do not count on them being open. For example many close during the afternoons and then open again for a couple of hours in the evenings. Outside of hours try a local hospital or in emergencies, dial for an ambulance.

5 convince v.. make or cause somebody feel certain 
Example: I’m convinced of his honesty.
Practice: We couldn't convince her of her mistake.   
6. soothe v. make a person quiet or calm                                                        

Example: The mother is soothing her crying baby.
Practice: It’s difficult for him to soothe his anger.

Step 4 Study the passage paragraph by paragraph
1. Study Paragraph 1

1) The comprehension question for Paragraph 1 

What is the topic sentence for the first paragraph?

While traveling tourists may suffer from different kinds of illness.
2) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.
3. Study Paragraph 2

1) The comprehension question for Paragraph 2
What is author’s particular advice about medical care when preparing for traveling?
We should pack a small first aid kit and bring proper clothing
2) Explanation of the difficult sentence in Paragraph 2

Clearly, it is necessary to pack a small first aid kit with you if you go traveling.
Analysis: Clearly and similar adverbs like obviously, apparently, etc. express the author’s or the speaker’s idea and attitude. Go doing sth is a verb phrase often used in English, with “V-ing” giving the purpose of the verb go, meaning “干什么去”.

e.g. Obviously, it is important to know about the weather if you go swimming in the sea.

4. Study Paragraph 3
1) The comprehension question for Paragraph 3

What is the most important thing to keep you well while traveling
Personal cleanness.
2) Explanation of the difficult sentences in Paragraph 3
At all times, personal cleanness is of the biggest importance.
Analysis: Of the biggest importance means “the most important”. In English, “be + of + (a.) noun” is often used instead of “be + adjective”, with the former sounding more formal.

e.g. In any case, honesty as a principle is of the utmost importance.
3) Ask any of the students to translate the paragraph.

5. Study para4
The comprehension question for Paragraph 4

What is mentioned about the advantages of traditional Chinese medicine?

Some Chinese herbal treatments can have a satisfactory effect without any danger or side effects

Explanation of the difficult sentences in Paragraph 4

As with Western medicine, some Chinese herbal treatments could have a satisfactory result without any danger or side effects.
Analysis: As with is an abbreviated form of “as it is the case with…” It stresses the likeness between two things.

e.g. As with gold, some other metals are also very good conductors.

Step 5  Do the exercises after the passage (30minutes)
1. Read and Think
Ask some of the students to answer the questions in Exercise 1 without looking at the passage.

a. Students finish Exercise 1and Exercise 2 without looking at the passage.

b. Students finish Exercise 4, paying special attention to the usage of the words and expressions in the box.
3. Read and Translate
Ask some of the students to write their translation on the blackboard and then the teacher should point out the mistakes they have made and stress what they should pay attention to while translating, that is, a complete sentence structure.
4. Read and Simulate
Try to let students find out and simulate the patterns and expressions (italicized parts) used in the sentences taken from the passage and simulate them.

  There are two kinds of conjunction- coordinating and subordinating. We use a coordinating conjunction (and, but, or, nor, for,so) to join individual words, phrases and independent clauses. A subordinating conjunction (why, what, when, where, how, who, that, since, as, because,…)introduces a dependent clause and indicates the nature of the relationship between the independent clause and the dependent clause.
Step 3  Students do the exercises after Sentence Writing and Grammar Review in the textbook.
