1. In just five years, the World Wide Web has become a powerful new medium for sharing information, conducting business and communicating with people across the room or across the World.

Analysis: In just five years implies in just five years just past and the main verb of the sentence usually takes present perfect tense. Across the room and across the world are given here to indicate the wide range of use of the Internet.

Example: In just ten years, the Video phone has become a powerful medium for sharing information and communicating with people.

2. The benefits however have not come without a price.

3. Wired life has also brought about growing concern about privacy and protection of identities online.

2. Related Information
When you want to chat online, firstly, you must get into the chatroom of a website. Then you should choose a topic. After that you decide on the name you’d like to use and get registered. The last step is to choose a partner you would like to chat with.  
The author lists some pros and cons of Internet chatrooms. To begin with, chatting online is a very entertaining experience. In addition, chatting online is also a good way of making new friends from around the world.  

    However, there are possible dangerous effects of an Internet chatroom. First, it has the potential of changing man’s relation-ship to society. Second, to make new friends through a chat-room is very misleading. Third, anonymity is one of the problems with the growth of Internet chatrooms. Fourth, offending others and telling dirty jokes are found in the chatrooms due to lying about personal identity. Finally, because of the freedom, people will feel isolated from society and choose to withdraw from it.

      The verb find often takes an object complement structure, with the latter being in the following forms: to V, V-ing, V-ed, adjective, prepositional phrase, adverb phrase and so on.

Translation:

18. The Internet chatroom is a new and popular forum in which to  meet new friends from around the world.   (Para. 2) 
Analysis: 

     In which refers to in a new and popular forum. Notice that which here is introducing an infinitive rather than a relative clause.    
Translation:

e.g.   The speed at which to solve a problem depends on the speed at which the operator can work.  

19. However, as we mature sometimes we must make compromises in terms of who we are, so that we can form and maintain sensible relationships.   (Para. 4) 
Analysis: 

As here introduces an adverbial clause of time. In terms of here is used to make clear in which particular aspects compromises should be made. So that introduces a clause of result.  
Translation:

e.g.
   He becomes more attractive as he gets older.  
A 200-year-old building is very old in terms of American history.

20. The ability to remain anonymous leads to a kind of cheating as lying about personal identity is perfectly acceptable and considered normal in chatrooms. (Para. 5) 
Analysis:    

As introduces a clause of reason, meaning  because.  
Translation:

2. Date, usually with the time shown

3. The receiver’s email address, such as “To zhehongw@sina.com
4. Subject: In this part you have to indicate what topic you want to talk about in the email, such as “Greeting from…” or “Request from …” or “Re:…”, etc.

5. Attachment: You may attach some files or documents in the email. You may identify it like “Li Qiang’s Paper”---   (40.1KB)

6. Body of the email: In this part you may write your message, but not so formal as a letter.

7. End of the email: You’d better identify yourself if the receiver is not familiar with you.
