a. ( Para. 1) The 60-foot heads carved on the face of Mount Rushmore are designed to the scale of men who would stand 465 feet tall, a height that would easily allow such giants to walk through the legs of the Arch!

Analysis: This is a rather complicated sentence. In the first part, carved on the face of Mount Rushmore is a past participle phrase modifying heads; who introduces a relative clause modifying men; and that introduces another relative clause modifying height, which in turn is in apposition to 465 feet tall. The subjunctive mood would allow is used to indicate that this is merely a com​parison that can't actually happen in reality.

3. Explain the difficult sentences.
1. (Para. 1) Rarely do I surf the web as an Internet shopper myself.
Analysis: The inverted order is used in a sentence beginning with a negative adverbial. Put at the
beginning of the sentence, rarely is thus emphasized. The original sentence goes like
this: I rarely surf the web as an Internet shopper myself.
Translation:我极少作为网上购物者在网上漫游。
Example: Never have I met him before.
2. (Para. 1) I went to one of the major search engines and searched using the words "ordering flow​ers online" or something to that effect.
Analysis: The present participle phrase using ... is used here as an adverbial of manner. The phrase something to that effect has the same meaning as something like that, or something more or less of the same meaning.
Translation： 我选了一个大的搜索引擎，用“网上订购鲜花”之类的字进行搜索。
Example: He made the foreigner understand using a lot of gestures and facial expressions. He shouted "No, you fool, the other way!" or something to that effect.
3. (Para. 2) ... there I was supposed to put in THEIR product number and price!
Analysis: The phrase be supposed to is used here to show that putting in the product number and
price was beyond his expectation and he was quite angry about that. The phrase means should, be

expected or required to do something.

Translation: 我必须填上他们的产品号和价格！
Example: It's 3:00 now, and they were supposed to be here an hour ago!
4. (Para. 3) It doesn't seem quite right that a $25 bonsai tree should have a $10 shipping charge to me. Analysis: The modal verb should shows that the writer found the shipping charge unbelievably high and unacceptable, and he was quite surprised.
Translation: 一棵价值25美元的盆景树，其运费高达10美元，这似乎不大对头。

Example: He shouldn't have been home so early today, he never came home before midnight.

II. Section IV Trying Your Hand

I) Applied writing  Instruction and travel ad (45 minutes)

Step 1 Sample analysis 

  The teacher briefly summarizes the format and the language used in Instruction and travel ad.
The teacher makes the following brief analysis of the format and the language used in Instructions. 1) Format analysis

Operating Instructions are usually attached to   a technical device to explain how to install or operate it.

The teacher may take Sample 1 as an example for the analysis and asks the students the following questions:

(1) What is the model of the product? 
. ( lt is a NW-S4player.)

(2) What features does the player have?

( It has a sleek pen shape, of sports design and water-resistant design. )

(3) What are the dimensions and weight of the player?

(It measures 5.2 " x 1" and weighs 2.1 ounces.)

(4)  How large is the memory of the player? ( It is 64 MB).)

(5) What comes with the player?

( A USB cable, headphones and one "AA" battery.)

2)  Language features

The teacher asks the students to do the following tasks:

(1)  Identify the technical terms in the instructions.

(water-resistant/skip-proof/embedded memory/USB cable/model).

(2)  Find the positive expressions used to describe the product.

(sleek pen shape/water-resistant design/skip-proof music/make ... perfect for ...)

3) Additional samples

Hitachi Develops a Robot that has the Capabilities for Daily Life and that Moves in Response to Dialogs with People

Hitachi, Ltd. announced that it has developed a robot — called "EMIEW"* - for supporting people's everyday life. EMIEW has such physical capabilities as agile move​ment and obstacle avoidance, needed for real life, and it can move around while inter​acting in dialog with humans from a distance of one meter without the need for mi​crophones. The technologies developed for EMIEW will lead the way in creating robots of the future that can cooperate and coexist with humans.

EMIEW is 130 cm tall and weights approximately 70 kg; his arms have 6 degrees of freedom.

Moreover, the name "EMIEW" (Excellent Mobility and Interactive Existence as Workmate) refers to a robot that acts like a workmate through dialog interactions from people and its agile movements.

The main features of EMIEW are:

(1)  High-speed and agile movement

(2) Ability to get around obstructions: Collision avoidance

(3)  Recognition of voices and sounds from a distance
(4)  Natural arm movement like a human
