III. Section I  Talking Face to Face  (50minutes)

Step 1  Students read the farewell letter and translate the letter under the guidance of teacher. 
Step 2  Warm-up questions

a. Do you know the proper way to bid farewell to a friend or a colleague when he or she is leaving? 

-- It’s time for us to say good-bye now.

-- I’m afraid I have to say good-bye to you now.

-- Thank you for your help

-- I’m afraid I have to take leave now.

b. Do you know the proper way to express good wishes for a pleasant journey and future cooperation?

-- wish you a pleasant journey.

Step 3  Follow the samples and the Act –out dialogues.
Ask at least seven pairs of students to read aloud the samples and the five small Act-out dialogues and then students should try to find out the useful expressions and sentence patterns for expressing thanks for the host’s hospitality and appreciation of pleasant cooperation in the dialogues.

Step 4  Students practice the dialogues and prepare short conversations in pairs by simulating the five small dialogues.

Step 5  Conclude the points.

a. Patterns for the host to say goodbye
-- Did you enjoy your stay here? 
-- Can you stay a little longer? 
-- I’m sorry to see you go. I hope you’ll come back again. 
-- I wish you a very pleasant journey home.  
-- We hope you’ll visit china again. 
b. Patterns for the visitor to express thanks and appreciation 
-- Well. I must say my stay in China has been very enjoyable and productive. 
-- Your help has made my stay here pleasant and successful. Thank you very much. 
-- Thank you for your warm reception and hospitality. 
-- It’s very kind of you to see me off. 
-- I’ll keep in touch with you. Bye-bye! 
Step 6  Do the Put-in-use exercises in pairs by reading out loudly the three dialogues students have completed.

Analysis of the difficult sentences:

a.  (Para. 1) Before long, through the door came in a tall, unimpressive-looking man of about 40.

Analysis: The sentence…through the door came a tall, unimpressive-looking man of about 40 takes the structure of full S-V inversion. Inversion includes two types: Full Inversion and Partial Inversion. Full inversion is usually used in a sentence beginning with an adverbial of place (through the door in this sentence). Inversion is used to emphasize the ending part of the sentence, a tall…man of about 40 in this case.

Translation: 很快，从门口走进一个高高的，40来岁的男子，看上去其貌不扬。

Examples: (1). Inside the parcel was a letter addressed to my father.

   (2). Seldom had I seen Susan so upset.

b.  (Para.2) His voice had a surprising tone of respect, almost as if he were addressing the Supreme Court instead of a group of youngsters.

Analysis: In this sentence, as if ( as though ) introduces an adverbial clause, which is often in a subjunctive mood.

Translation: 他的声音里带有一种令人惊讶的尊敬口吻，仿佛是在高等法院发表演说，而不是面对一群青年在讲话。

Example: (1). He ran off as fast as possible as if his life were in danger.

        (2). He behaved as if nothing had happened.

c.  (Para.5) Warming to such confidence, we felt we had to justify it by giving more than our best.

Analysis: The phrasal verb warm to means to become fond of or be stimulated by. Warming to such confidence is a present participle phrase, which functions as an adverbial of cause.

Translation: 在他的感召下，我们是如此有信心，感到必须表现优异才对。

Examples: (1). Warming to the idea of buying a new car (=As he was warming to the idea of buying a new car), he started to save money by every means.

   (2). Not knowing English (=As he didn’t know English), he couldn’t understand the film.

d.  (Para. 6) He had a way of dangling before us part of a story or idea, until we were curious and eager for more…

Analysis: To dangle something before/in front of somebody means to offer something good to somebody in order to persuade them to do something ( 使产生悬念 ). Until can be used as a prep. or a conj., meaning up to ( the time that )
Translation: 他有办法使我们对一个故事，一位文学人物或一种思想的某一部分产生悬念，让我们充满好奇，渴望了解更多的知识。

Examples: (1). A newspaper editor dangled his check book before thirsty writers.

   (2). Stay on the train until we get to Birmingham.

e.  (Para.6) There are some books like this one I almost wish I had never read.

Analysis: We can use past tense after wish to denote subjunctive mood, which shows a desire that is untrue.

Translation: 有些像这样的书我甚至希望我从来没有读过。

Examples: (1). I wish I were a bird.

   (2). I wish they were here with us now.

f. (Para.9) We saw tears rolling down Mr. Stone’s high cheekbones.

Analysis: Rolling here is used as an object complement. We can say see sb. doing or see sb. do. V-doing form shows that the action is happening at the moment, while the bare infinitive form shows the fulfillment of the action.

Translation: 我们看到泪水从斯通先生高高的颧骨上流了下来。

Examples: (1). I saw him coming out of the car.

          (2). I saw him come out of the car.
Step 4  Students are asked to read the whole passage again and then translate it orally paragraph by paragraph

Step 5  Do the exercises after the passage (28minutes)

Ask some students to answer the questions in Exercise 1 without looking at the passage.

Try to let students find out and simulate the patterns and expressions (italicized parts) used in the sentences taken from the passage and simulate them.

I) Applied writing  A farewell letter (45 minutes)

Step 1  Sample analysis 

  The teacher briefly summarizes the format and the language used in A farewell letter 

1.  Format analysis

Farewell letters are often written to express thanks to somebody for the hospitality and kindness you’ve received from him or her. Farewell letters consist of several essential components, e.g.:

(1) Express your thanks for your association with the people you are leaving and for their kindness, love, support, friendship, etc. Repeat how much you value this friendship.

(2) Recall one or more of the good times you’ve had together.

(3) Offer your best wishes for the future.

The teacher may take ssample1 as an example for the analysis and asks the students the following questions:

a. what sentence express the treasuring of friendship?

(Every time I recollect our close friendship over the past years, I am personally very sad to see you leave China)

b. How does the author express good wishes and thanks?

(With very good wishes for the future and thanks for what you have done for us)
2. Language features
a. farewell letters usually begin with friendly addressing.

b. the tone of farewell letters is goo-natured and positive

3 Students read the Data Bank in the Workbook. 
Students read the Data Bank on Page 122-123 in the Workbook to know more about the sentences used in writing a farewell letter.

II) Sentence writing and grammar review (45 minutes)
Emphasis, Ellipsis and Inversion in a sentence structure
 Step 1  The teacher gives a brief summary of the Emphasis, Ellipsis and Inversion in a sentence structure
Emphasis: if we want to focus attention on certain information in a sentence, we can use an emphatic structure. The most frequently- used structures of emphasis include it-clause, what-clause and do or did for emphasizing an action.
Ellipsis: Ellipsis is the omission of one or more words that are understood in the context. But the sentence of utterance should be grammatically correct.
Inversion: in statements, it is usual for the verb to follow the subject. Sometimes, however, this word order is reversed. We refer to this as inversion.

Step 2  Students read Sentence Writing on Page 124-126 in the workbook under the guidance of the teacher. The teacher should give more similar examples to help them master the Emphasis, Ellipsis and Inversion in a sentence structure
Sentence writing:   Emphasis, Ellipsis and Inversion 
Emphasis (强调)

Inversion (倒装) 

英语中的倒装句的倒装（谓语在主语前）分为完全倒装（Complete Inversion）和部分倒装（Partial Inversion）.

把谓语部分完全放到主语前称为完全倒装，如：Here are some letters for you.助动词或情态动词放在主语前，称为部分倒装，如：Never have I heard such nonsense.
倒装结构应注意的问题：
1、以某些副词开头的句子，如here, now, then, up, down, out ,in或由副词there, then, now 等引起，谓语动词为come或go ,并且主语不是人称代词的句子，应该完全倒装。
Example: Here comes the bus.

        Out rush a tiger from among the bushes.
